The latter can take place in the framework of the scientist tandem partner’s fieldwork (i.e. the artist would accompany the scientist during already planned fieldwork) or together with another scientific partner suggested by SPI or the scientific tandem partner.
The application for financial support for the artist to join a fieldtrip is submitted in this separate form (Application form B). It can be handed in either together with the tandem proposal (Application form A) or at a later stage of the programme in order to allow time for planning. The timeframe for the fieldtrip is set between June 2020 and November 2021. 
In case the artist does not have the opportunity to accompany the tandem scientist into the field, SPI may be able to act as a facilitator within its network in order to offer alternative opportunities. In this case, the artist shall contact SPI ahead of the submission of this form. SPI cannot provide any guarantee for providing field access to the artist.

Please note that you have the possibility to state your intentions on the field trip in the form A. Therefore, please only use Application form B to request funding once the planning of your fieldtrip is sufficiently advanced and you are able to answer all the questions below. You can hand in form B until October 2020. SPI is happy to assist you in the application process for the fieldtrip.
